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How do the truth claims of the gospel of Christ square with the biblical testimony to God's abiding election of the Jewish
people? In Romans 9–11, the apostle Paul reCects deeply on this fundamental theological question. The interpretation of
these chapters has long been contested, however. The present volume assesses the current state of research and opens up
fresh lines of inquiry, taking into account insights generated both by the »New Perspective on Paul« and by ongoing Jewish-
Christian dialogue. Twenty-six essays in English and German – representing the Gelds of Biblical Studies, Judaic Studies,
Systematic Theology and Practical Theology – examine the theological horizons, history of interpretation, literary contexts,
argumentative structure, theological themes and contemporary signiGcance of Paul's arguments.
