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As a functioning part of the human body and mind, our internal information technology systems belong to
our physical makeup just as much as body parts and substances do to the realm of reproductive medicine,
genetic information does to gene technology and brain scans do to neurological technology. Bio-information
law concerns itself with the rights of these roving human components.
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
