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Has civil procedure evolved, or should it be evolving towards, taking on tasks such as ensuring social justice or compliance
with competition law, rather than merely guaranteeing formal equality? Roman F. Kehrberger's study also outlines the
purpose of civil procedure in a society governed by the rule of law.
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
