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European Union history is a history of economic integration. It is thus unsurprising that the EU's law on fundamental rights
has also been shaped by economic liberties. The charter devotes two articles to guaranteeing economic freedom: the freedom
to choose an occupation and the freedom to conduct a business. To this day, however, their relationship remains unresolved.
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
