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The relationship between John's Gospel and the Johannine Epistles is still disputed. The present volume
combines studies directly addressing this relationship with further detailed studies on the Fourth Gospel and
the Epistles of John. Apart from the question about their direct relationship, the issues of 'docetism' and
'antidocetism', the problem of the community meals and further issues of Christology, sin and sinlessness,
mimesis and ethics are discussed.
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
