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That one can 9nd good ethical reason for breaking the law is without doubt. But can the ethical argument be translated into a
legal one? Tobias Schieder traces the legal debate on the issue in the Federal Republic of Germany between 1949 and 1989,
and shows how and why the debate on the legal concepts called on – the right to resist, freedom of conscience and civil
disobedience – has shifted over time.
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
