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Having only been in existence for 125 years, religious education is a very young academic subject compared to catechetics.
The crucial developmental factors leading to the establishment of modern academic thought on questions of RE in schools
and religious literacy in general are outlined in this volume for the very =rst time. Taking the University of Göttingen as an
example, eleven case studies introduce those whose theological and pedagogical re>ections stood out: J. Lorenz von
Mosheim, Johann Peter Miller, J. Fr. Christoph GräEe, Friedrich Ehrenfeuchter (1814–1878), Karl Knoke (1841–1920), Hermann
Schuster, Hans Stock, Martin Stallmann, Peter Biehl, Christoph Bizer and Rudolf Tammeus. A =nal chapter highlights the
renowned New Testament scholar Rudolf Bultmann's in>uence in stimulating modern hermeneutically-re>ected theories on
religious education.
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
