This volume documents the papers given at a conference dealing with the various ways in which the German theory of the
state dealt with Hans Kelsen (1881-1973). It begins with the Weimar period, followed by the decades of development in the
Federal Republic up to the beginning restoration of Kelsen's scholarly reputation in the eighties.
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
