A second focus of the volume analyses the self-
understanding and future perspectives of research on European Union law. This time the yearbook's part on comparative
constitutional law is dedicated to developments in Spain, Poland, Hungary and Turkey, as well as to human rights
developments in Islamic countries and analyses of the situations in Egypt between 2014 and 2019 and in Bolivia. The usual
series of articles on general issues of public law and portraits of famous lawyers complete the volume.
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
