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Authoritative texts, often described as »Holy Scriptures«, have had close links to the advancement of cultures and religions
since ancient times. Many of these texts bear witness to a »canon of human development and education«, the understanding
of which is highly relevant for current discussions about education and religion in Europe and the Western world at large.
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
