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This volume's eleven contributions, four of which are in English, can be traced back to the lectures given and
discussions held at the annual conference of the Society for New Testament Studies in Marburg in 2019.
They examine the significance of exegete and theologian Rudolf Bultmann (1884–1976), showing that his
work on demythologization, existential interpretation, and theological exegesis remains both a challenge and
an essential stimulus for contemporary exegesis.
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
