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A vast number of new legal instruments in European civil procedure law have improved cross-border enforcement of claims.
Felix Netzer compares the procedures and the problems in applying the regulations and develops a reform proposal - a
European regulation of civil procedure which systematizes the current acquis communautaire and makes the additions
required in order to facilitate the application of the law.
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
