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The present volume examines the phenomenon of legal transplants through a series of studies documenting the civil law
reforms witnessed in countries of the Caucasus and Central Asia. Following this survey, Eugenia Kurzynsky-Singer proposes a
theoretical model which may explain the e?ectiveness of legal transplants and which may assess their chances of success
from an ex ante perspective.
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
