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In a pandemic such as that triggered by Covid-19, it can happen that not all patients can be treated in intensive care. This
makes it necessary to have rules which provide legal certainty in the case of unavoidable decisions which have to be made
regarding the selection of patients. However, the basis for establishing these rules is not at all clear. The authors in this
volume, from the fields of jurisprudence and ethics, discuss how to select those in need of treatment if there is a scarcity of
resources in intensive care. What selection criteria are permitted and appropriate for triage, and who should establish general
rules?
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
