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Can fundamental Rights lead the way of European Competition Policy or are they merely alien ingredients in a legal system
which focusses on »free« and »undistorted« competition? Jan Henrik Klement understands fundamental rights as
independent factors in the Discovery Procedure of law-making which mediates between the aims of freedom, justice and
utility.
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
